Vicennial Celebrations of Right To Information Act, 2005 : 30.07.2025

RTI Awareness Program Held at Our College on 30-07-2025 to commemorate two
decades of the Right to Information Act, 2005, our college RTI Wind. The Dept. of
Political Science organised an Awareness Program on RTI, drawing enthusiastic
participation from students, and faculty. The event was aimed at promoting civic
awareness and encouraging responsible use of the RTlI mechanism among the
youth.

The session began with a warm welcome of Dr.M.Pankaja, Lecturer in English
and opening remarks by our Principal, Dr. R. Venugopal, who stressed the
importance of an informed citizenry in a vibrant democracy. He noted that “The
RTI Act was enacted in June and it was enforced from 12th October, 2005. It
empowers every citizen to question, to seek answers, and to contribute to good
governance.” He also lauded the efforts of the faculty in organizing the program
as part of the college’s commitment to value-based education.

The highlight of the program was the Keynote Address by Sri Syed Mohammed
Aziz, Deputy Superintendent of Police, Nagari who brought a real-world
perspective to the significance of the RTI Act. In his impactful speech, he
emphasized how the Act has transformed the relationship between citizens and
public institutions. Drawing from his law enforcement experience, he cited
examples where RTI applications had played a key role in exposing irregularities




and ensuring timely justice. He urged students to use the RTI tool “not just as a
right, but as a responsibility towards nation-building.” He illustrated an online RTI
platform to get information. Adding an academic dimension to the discussion, Dr.
M. Bhaskara Raju, Vice Principal, presented a scholarly overview of the RTI Act,
tracing its constitutional foundation, objectives, and procedures. He also
simplified the process of filing RTIl applications and cautioned against its misuse.
He concluded by reminding students that “RTI is a pillar of participatory
democracy and must be upheld with integrity.” Dr.P.Maheswai, Academic
Coordinator quoted some live illustrations of RTI.

The program concluded with an engaging Q&A session. Finally, Prizes were
distributed for winners in Essay writing, Elocution and Quiz program competitions.
The event was a great success and proved to be an inspiring step towards
cultivating legal awareness and democratic values on campus.
