Andhra Sundara Andhra Programme on 15th February 2025, the third Saturday of the 

month, as part of the broader Swachha Andhra-Swarna Andhra initiative launched by the 

Government of Andhra Pradesh and Commissionerate of Collegiate Education. The theme 

of this programme "SOURCE-RESOURCE" emphasized the importance of preventing waste 

mixing and promoting proper disposal of the three waste streams (Wet, Dry and 

Hazardous) for a sustainable and clear environment. 

The February month programme was organized by the faculty members of the 

Department of English, Dr. M. Revathi and Dr. M. Pankaja. The event commenced with 

an inaugural address by the Principal, Dr. R. Venugopal, whose visionary leadership 

played a crucial role in the implementation of the initiative. Recognizing the necessity of 

a structured approach to maintaining a clean campus, he constituted a dedicated 

committee with the mission of achieving a "Swachha Campus." As part of this initiative, 

he launched a three-bin waste segregation system with the distribution of 3-bins to 

classrooms, labs and office for categorizing waste into wet, dry, and hazardous types to 

facilitate proper waste disposal. 

Dr. E. Gopi, the Nodal Coordinator of the programme, led all staff and students in 

taking the Swachha Andhra - Sundara Andhra pledge, emphasizing the importance of 

maintaining a sustainable and clean environment. 

Further enhancing the impact of the programme, Dr. G. Swathi, Lecturer in 

Zoology, conducted a training session for housekeeping staff on appropriate waste 

disposal methods. The workshop was presided over by the Principal, Dr.R.Venugopal, 

who emphasized the critical role of waste management in maintaining environmental 

health. In his keynote speech, he highlighted the urgency of adopting eco-friendly 

practices to reduce landfill burden and nurture soil fertility through organic composting.  

The Vice Principal, Dr.M.Bhaskar Raju sir elaborated on practical strategies for waste 



management. Dr. E. Gopi, the NSS Coordinator, led a collective pledge where students 

and staff vowed to uphold cleanliness on campus. The pledge underscored individual 

responsibility in segregating waste and contributing to a greener environment.  

 This was followed by a workshop focused on waste contamination reduction 

within the campus. Students actively engaged in the workshop by delivering PowerPoint 

presentations on the science and benefits of organic composting. They highlighted 

methods such as aerobic composting, vermicomposting, and the use of biodegradable 

waste.  A hands-on ppt on vermicomposting demonstration was conducted, on how to 

casing the preparation of vermiculture beds using earthworms and organic waste. 

Participants learned step-by-step techniques to convert kitchen scraps into nutrient-rich 

compost, fostering interest in sustainable gardening practices. 

The involvement of all the coordinators of various wings, including Vice-Principal 

Dr. M. Bhaskara Raju, NCC Coordinator Dr. D. Bhaskar, Eco-Club Coordinator Dr. M. Aruna 

Kumari, Academic Coordinator Dr. P. Maheswari along with the faculty members, played a 

vital role in the effective execution of the programme. 

Post-lunch, students and faculty members enthusiastically engaged in a campus 

cleaning drive, ensuring that classrooms, laboratories, verandas, and other common areas 

were thoroughly cleaned. This collective effort transformed the campus into a cleaner 

and more hygienic space, reflecting the commitment of the college community towards 

environmental sustainability.
